There's a 
great variety of stitches to try, and while some are more complicated than others, none of them are too difficult for me. 
The instructions are clear, and I especially appreciate the inclusion of diagrams for each pattern. I just learned to read 
diagrams from this book, and it's far more convenient than reading the written instructions. There are basic 
instructions, too, some of which I used, and these are clearly explained and diagrammed.The only thing I thought was 
missing from this book was suggestions on what size and texture of yarn to use for the different patterns.
