Hope it's summer!!By Jen-nayWhile there are several cute 
patterns in this book, I think it would be nice to know that there are only a few for each size. All my favorite patterns 
in here are for 3-9 months. Then there is a section with 1-2 year patterns. There is only a few patterns that fit 3-5 year 
olds, and my daughters were 2 and 4 when I bought this so I was kinda bummed. The recommended fabric length is 
odd, because it recommends fabric for one size, (for example, one yard for a size 1) but if you are doing a different 
size (say, size 2) you have to figure out how much fabric to buy on your own. I really wish some of these patterns were 
bigger! I also think it should be noted that the majority of these items do not have sleeves, so if you live in an area with 
cooler weather this is not the book for you!2 of 2 people found the following review helpful.
